Through Graceò 

Dear Sisters and Brothers in 
Christ:   

The April newsletter article was 
written and published in our 
United Methodist Connection 
newspaper.  This article was writ-
ten by our Bishop Scott Jones.  I 
hope and pray the article will 
speak to you as it did for me! 

Bishop Rueben Job has once 
again con-
tributed to 
the spiritual 
vitality of 
United 
Methodism 
with his 
short book, 
ñThree Sim-
ple Rules.ò  
In it, he re-
visits an official teaching docu-
ment of our church ï The General 
Rules, which can be found in our 
Book of Discipline.  With careful 
re-phrasing and clear explana-
tion, he helps Wesleyôs words 
come alive for 21st century per-
sons. 

The first rule , ñDo no harm,ò 
appeals to our basic Wesleyan 
practice of avoiding evil prac-
tices that violate Godôs will for 
human life and the creation.  Our 
long-standing battles against 
slavery, alcohol abuse, gambling, 
and other forms of immorality 
are attempts to live this out.  

The second rule , ñDo good,ò 
refers to the gospel command-
ments to feed the hungry, clothe 
the naked, visit prisoners and 
heal the sick.  We have been do-

ing that in 
many differ-
ent ways for 
a long time.  
In Kansas, 
we have cre-
ated retire-
ment homes, 
United Meth-
odist Mexi-
can Ameri-

can Ministry, Open Door, Youth-
ville, Ogden Friendship House, 
Wesley House, and three colleges 
here in Kansas to accomplish 
Godôs desire that we might do all 
the good we can.  During the last 
100 years, we have added our 
advocacy for social justice to 
these earlier works of mercy.  

The third rule , ñStay in love 
with God,ò is the one that needs 
the most elaboration.  The lan-
guage of the General Rules is less 
accessible to modern people, but 
more theologically precise.  Iôll 
admit that the rule ñattend upon 
all the ordinances of Godò is not 
easily understood.  But Bishop 
Jobôs phrase needs more inter-
pretation because loving God

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Getting To Know Our Senior Citizens 

As the Senior Citizens Representa-

tives for the Haysville United Meth-

odist Church, Linda Testerman and 

I will begin interviewing some of 

our Seniors.  This month we will 

start with Jim Crane.   

 

Jim has been a member of our 

church since 1948.  He was born in 

rural Eudora, Kansas on June 24, 

1914, which makes him a young 96 

years old.  Eudora is southeast of 

Lawrence and was started by a 

group of German immigrants.  The 

town was named after an Indian 

chief's daughter, Eudora. 

 

Jim first met his wife, Elizabeth, 

during their childhood.  They were 

married on May 13, 1948, and were 

together for 55 years until her death 

in May of 2003.   

Jim has three daughters and one 

son.  He also has two grandchildren 

and four great grandchildren (plus 

one more great grandchild due in 

April.)  

 

During the 1930's, Jim was in the 

CCC (Civil Conservation Corp) 

where he did things such as help 

build a lake for flood control, work 

in a rock quarry and drove a truck.  

They were paid $5.00 a month and 

then the government would send 

their families $25.00 a month. 

 

Jim said that one of the times in his 

life he felt God's strong hand on 

him was when he served in the 20th 

Air Force in World War II.  In 1945 

he was stationed on Tinian Island in 

the Pacific.  He was part of the 

Ground Unit that repaired planes 

(mostly B29's.)  The flight line was 

a mile and a half long, as it was the 

largest air base at the time.  His 

brother, Orville, was a gunner and 

was stationed there at the same 

time. 

 

Another time God was strongly 

with him was the fall of 1973, but 

Jim doesn't really remember.  He 

was hospitalized with a perforated 

stomach ulcer that bleed se-

verely.  He was in the hospital for 

five weeks.  While there, some 

members of the church came to-

gether in the Chapel and had a 

healing prayer service for 

him.  God answered all our 

prayers! 

 

Some of the hobbies Jim has is 

anything doing with airplanes and 

doing lots of woodworking.  He 

was quoted as saying, "He's good at 

making sawdust and using Elmer's 

glue to put it back together."   

 

In his years at Haysville United 

Methodist Church, he has served as 

a Sunday School teacher, a member 

of the Trustees, an Usher, and a 

Boy Scout leader.  Also Jim and 

Elizabeth helped to start the 

Stephen's Ministries Group we had 

at the church.  They went to St. 

Louis with Barbara Scoular for the 

initial training. 

 

I feel you will agree with us that 

Jim Crane has been a blessing from 

God for many people for many 

years.  Thank you, Jim, for being 

who you are!

Hymn Origins: 

ñAmazing Graceò-  

John Newton, au-

thor of this famous 

hymn, had a rough 

and stormy life. His 

mother, who inspired his soul, died 

when he was only 7 years old. John 

went to boarding schools and also 

traveled and worked aboard ships. 

He later served in the British Navy, 

but then deserted and was subse-

quently captured.  

 

By this time, he was thinking about 

suicide. His life continued in chaos, 

until finally one night in 1748 when 

he was 23 years old, a storm came 

up suddenly on the ship he was on. 

In this time of crisis, he called out 

to the Lord. He later said, ñthe Lord 

came from on high and delivered 

me out of deep waters.ò  

 

Johnôs faith in God grew in the 

next few years, and he became an 

evangelical minister and an accom-

plished hymn writer.  He composed 

hundreds of hymns, the most well-

known being ñAmazing Graceò. 

The original title to ñAmazing 

Graceò was ñFaithôs Review and 

Expectation.ò  -from the book 

ñThen Sings My Soulò by Robert 

Morgan
