This month's Senior is a 
couple, Jim and Rosemary 

Smith.  They met in the fall 
of 1950 at the cafeteria at 

Kansas State University.       
Rosemary was working 
there because it was re-

quired for her Home Eco-
nomics degree; Jim was 

working in the cafeteria for 
the money.  On the week of 
Thanksgiving of that year, 

Jim asked her if see needed 
a ride home and Rosemary 

said yes.  So she told me 
for 150 miles to Norwich, 

KS, Jim sang to her.  What 
more can be said?  They 
were married June 1, 1952, 

which has been 59 years! 
  

Jim was born on February 
27, 1927 and grew up on a 
farm in Kim, CO.  Rosemary 

was born in Wichita on De-

Jim served in the Air Corp

(1586 - 1649)  
 

This song was written Martin 
Rinkart, a Lutheran pastor in 
the village of Eilenberg, 

Saxony. He was working as 
a pastor during the Thirty 

Year’s War that was raging 
through Germany at the 
time.  Floods of refugees 

came to the walled city of 
Eilenberg, and it was a des-

perate time for many. The 
Swedish army encompassed 
the city gates, and inside the 

walls there was plague, fam-
ine, and fear. Eight hundred 

homes were destroyed, and 

people were dying in in-
creasing numbers. This was 
a tremendous strain on the 

pastors, who expended all of 
their strength in preaching 

the gospel, caring for the 
sick and dying, and burying 
the dead. One after another, 

the pastors themselves took 
ill and perished until at last 

only Martin Rinkart was left. 
Some days he conducted as 
many as fifty funerals. Fi-

nally the Swedes demanded 
a huge ransom. Pastor Mar-

tin Rinkart left the safety of 
the city walls to negotiate 
with the enemy, and he did 

it with such courage and 
faith that there was soon a 

conclusion of hostilities, and 

the period of suffering ended. 
 
Rinkart composed the hymn 

―Now Thank We All Our God‖ 
for the survivors of Eilenberg. 

It has been sung around the 
world ever since.  Excerpt 

from Then Sings My Soul By 

Robert J. Morgan
